A diet rich in fruits and vegetables provides vitamins and minerals, important for supporting growth
and development, and for optimal immune function in children. In adults, a high daily intake of fruits
and vegtables is associated with lower rates of chronic diseases such as heart disease, stroke, high
blood pressure, diabetes and possibly some types of cancer. Emerging science suggests fruit and
vegetable consumption may help prevent weight gain, and whehdaltzies are controlled may be an
important aid to achieving and sustaining weight loss.

%Keeprecreational screen time to 2 hours or less every day

Watching television ocgies many children for several hours each day and is associated with physical
inactivity, increased energy intake, exposure to marketing (while sitting in front of the TV, many people
snack more than they should) and increased prevalence of overweighbasily. The American

Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) recommends that children under age 2 not watch any television. Too
much TV has been linked to lower reading scores and attention problems.

JL Includeat least 1 hour or more of active play every day

Regular physical activity is essential for fithess and prevention of overweight and chronic diseases such
as heart disease, diabetes, colon cancer and osteoporosis. While mostaghablildren are quite

active, physical activity sharply declines during adolescence. Children who are raised in families with
active lifestyles are more likely to stay active as adults than children raised in families with sedentary
lifestyles.

Sugarsweetened beverage consumption has increased dramatically over the past 20 years; high intake
among children is assotéal with overweight and obesity, displacement of milk consumption and
dental cavities.

For the first half of the school year, the sixth grade social studies focus will be on Civics. For many
students this will be the first time that they have been introduced to key aspects of our nation's
history, such sithe causes of the Revolutionary War, the Declaration of Independence, and the
Constitution. ldeas like democracy, republican government, separation of powers, and checks and
balances will be new to students. Students will also learn about the comrisutf our country's
founding fathers and mothers.

At the same time that there is an emphasis on Civics, geography will be highlighted. Currently
students are learning (most for the first time) the location of the fifty states. To start the year,

students are responsible for learning ten states a week, as they build towards the complete fifty state
test on October 4. As we move forward this fall, students will learn the locations of the continents and
oceans, the locations of 480 major countries othe world, and finally the countries and physical
features of North America.

For many students, sixth grade represents the first time that Social Studies has been taught to them
every day of the week, each day of the school year. Most have seemefbyatiee increased emphasis
on Social Studies, and the new sixth grade class has been an enjoyable group to get to know.

The 2018-19 school year is off to a positive start in grade six. It is hard to believe that more than half
of the first quarter is behind us!

Physical science is the focus of grade six science. This year we will study many aspects of matter (the
particles that make up everything around us) and energy. We began with an introduction to the
science basics we will use throughthe year- the scientific method, observation, scientific models,
theory, law, tools, and most importantly, SAFETY. We will be learning ways matter can be measured
(mass, volume, density, and weight) and using tools such as balance scales, graduretedscgnd

spring scales to make measurements. We will also be exploring the physical and chemical properties of
matter and the physical and chemical changes which mattegerough.

7th grade math classes will continue to focus on Integers and how to represent situations that involve
such conceptas winning/losing, above/below, left/right, and positive/negative. However, most of the
attention will focus on using and justifying the rules for adding, subtracting, multiplying, and dividing
integers. This skill building provides the foundation fiudents to apply integer rules to all rational
numbers in order to solve algebraic equations andveald problems.

In Algebra | we have been busy building algebraic skills so that we can pass the Algebra | standards.
The early chapters introduced samds to basic techniques for solving simple singiegp equations. As

we progress the students will be dealing with mstip equations and expressions. We will be using
inverse operations to isolate the variable in an equation, and applying P.E.Mt®@ev&uate our
expressions. The goal will be to continue to learn algebraic skills so that we can graph linear equations
and apply them to real life situations. In the coming weeks we will be developing the concept of slope
as a rate of change and deteining the slope from graphs, tables, and algebraic representations.
